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A ZA465, Foxy Killer, No. 16 Squadron, Tabuk AB, Saudi Arabia, 1991

Aircraft from No. 16 Squadron, based at RAF Laarbruch, a British airbase in Ruhrland-Vestfalia territory, deployed in late September 1990 to Muharraq
airbase, Bahrain. Shortly after, ZA465 moved with others of the GR.1fleet to the Tabuk airbase and in the course of Operation Granby ZA465/FK completed
the hightest number of missions achieved by any of the Tornado GR.1s during the operation, including a symbol for destroying a MiG-29. This aircraft

carried a pale blue and pink sharksmouth.
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B zD809, Awesome Annie, No. 617 Squadron, Muharraq AB, Bahrain, 1991

Part of the forces operating out of the Muharragq airbase in Bahrain was also No. 15 Squadron detachment, supported by No. 9, 27 and 617 Squadrons.
Several aircraft flying sorties out of this base had the inscription ‘Hello Kuwait G’ Bye Iraq’ painted under the canopy. ZD809/BA was complemented with
pin-up girl‘Awesome Annie' holding a bomb. By the end of the conflict, 33 mission markings were painted on the left side of the nose as well.
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C ZD739, Armoured Charmer, No. 9 Squadron, Tabuk AB, Saudi Arabia, 1991

ZD739/AC was one of the aircraft modified to carry the Thermal Imaging Airborne Laser Designator pod (TIALD). This device marked, or ‘spiked’ the
targets selected to guide laser guided bombs carried by other Tornado’s. There were 36 TIALD mission markings under the windshield as well as a pretty

girl called ‘Armoured Charmer’ leaning against the bomb nose art.
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D ZA452, Gulf Killer, No. 20 Squadron, Tabuk AB, Saudi Arabia, 1991

One of the sixty Tornado GR.1s deployed by the Royal Air Force during Operation Granby was ZA452/GK, from No. 20 Squadron, operating out of Tabuk
airbase, Saudi Arabia. Before the departure to the Middle East, these Tornados were over sprayed in the Alkali temporary removable paint called Desert
Pink, a mixed paint to match Desert Sand FS30279. ZA452 was named ‘Gulf Killer’ which originated from the No. 20 Squadron tail code letters GK, painted
in white outline font. A sharkmouth and a lady sitting on a Paveway Il bomb were painted on the aircraft nose. The 31 mission markings were continuosly
added under the windshield during the operation.

E ZD719, Check Six, No. 9 Squadron, Dhahran AB, Saudi Arabia, 1991

ZDT719/AD of No. 9 Squadron initially deployed to Tabuk airbase, but transferred to the No. 31 Squadron led detachment, which operated from Dhahran
airbase in Saudi Arabia. The ground crew added a pin-up girl nose art to the well-known pilot’s rule to watch your back (Check Six!) painted under the
windshield. ZD719 had 5 mission markings applied.
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F zD890, No. 9 Squadron, Muharraq AB, Bahrain, 1991

During the Operation Granby, Muharragq airbase in Bahrain was a home to ZD890/0, on which the ground crew painted 28 missions markings and two
‘L’ plates completed during the Gulf War. Same as the aircraft ZD809, this airplane carried the inscription Hello Kuwait G Bye Iraq under the canopy as well
as areclining nude pin-up girl painting.
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G ZD715, Luscious Lizzie!, No. 31 Squadron, Dhahran AB, Saudi Arabia, 1991

The first twelve Tornado GR.1’s, selected for Operation Granby, were deployed from RAF Briiggen airbase, located in Germany near the Holland border,
to Dhahran airbase on the Saudi Arabian coast of the Persian Gulf. Led by Wg Cdr Witts, No. 31 Squadron was supplemented by elements from No. 9,
No. 14 and No. 17 Squadrons and was active during the entire period of hostilities. The unit commander, Wg Cdr Jeremy Witts, was awarded DSO for his

actions. ZD715/DB sported on the right fuselage side one of the most attractive pin-up girl nose art. The completed missions were marked on the same
spotin the form of the bombs or palm trees.
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H ZD892, Helen, No. 617 Squadron, Muharraq, Bahrain, 1991

The majority of Tornado GR.1's flown by the RAF during the Operation Granby were decorated by nose arts, most frequently in the form of sparsely-clad
girls or women painted on the port side of the fuselage under the canopy. Several Tornado’s at Muharraq carried artwork on the starboard fuselage side of
Snoopy flying on a bomb and ‘Snoopy Airways' title. ZD892/H was different in that the comics character saddles a Sidewinder missile. A pin-up girl called

‘Helen’ as well as a 31 mission score-board was on the port side of the fuselage. 4—?
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
