intro

The legendary Junkers Ju 52/3m was born in 1929 as a single engine transport for Bolivian airline LAB. The
aircraft design got the well known three-engine recognition very quickly, and was produced for Lufthansa and other
airlines during the thirties. The Ju 52 was acquired by the new German Luftwaffe in1934. The original purpose was
for crew training, but because the Luftwaffe had its new Do 11 bombers delayed, the Ju 52 was fitted with full bomb
equipment and more than 2/3 of the existing bomber squadrons used these "auxiliary bombers". They reached the
frontline in 1936 as a part of the Condor legion in the Spanish civil war. In the late 30's when the Luftwaffe had
enough modern bombers, the Ju 52s were assigned transport duties. The first Luftwaffe transport group was
established in 1937 and when WW |l started the Luftwaffe had 552 Ju 52/3ms in four groups. The Ju 52 served over
all fronts in large and growing amounts. They became famous during the airborne operations in Norway, against
Dutch forts in May 1940, and also in the most impressive German airborne operation, the invasion of Crete in May
1941 where 271 Ju 52s were lost. They became very useful later in the war on the Russian front as well
as in North Africa. The time of German victories ended in late 1942 and for the rest of the war the Ju 52, nicknamed *
Tante Ju”, were very often employed in supplying the surrounded German armies and had high losses. The Ju 52
remained to be the Luftwaffes main transport aircraft until end of the war, although production was terminated
in 1944. Altogether 4,835 Ju 52 were built in many versions. Production continued after the war in France
(AAC.1 Toucan) and in Spain (C-352-L). Ju 52s were used by many air forces and airlines after the war, the French
AAC.1 saw combat again in Indochina in the 50's. Many surviving “Ante Ju's” around the world are still in flying
condition and remain a veritable flying legend.

Height - 6.10 m Range - 1 290 km Max. speed - 295 km/h Engine - 3x BMW 132 T-2 (598 kW/830 k)
uvodem

Legendarni Junkers Ju 52/3m vznikl v roce 1929 jako jednomotorovy dopravni letoun pro bolivijskou spole¢nost
LAB. Stroj byl zahy prekonstruovan na tfimotorovy a ziskal tak svou nezaménitelnou podobu. Ju 52/3m byl
vyrabén po cela tficata léta pro Lufthansu a fadu dal$ich leteckych spole¢nosti, nicméné nejvétsi proslulost ziskal
béhem své vojenské sluzby. Ju 52 byl pfijat do sluzby rodici se Luftwaffe jiz v roce 1934, plvodné pro vycvikové
ucely. Protoze doslo ke zdrzeni dodavek bombardérti Do 11, dostaly Ju 52 plnou bombardovaci vystroj a slouzily
jako tzv. pomocné bombardéry. Poprvé se zt¢astnily boju béhem Spanélské obcanské valky jako souéast Legie
Condor. V druhé poloviné tficatych let byly Ju 52 pfevedeny ke své hlavni roli, k vojenské dopravé. Prvni
transportni skupina Luftwaffe byla zalozena v roce 1937, a kdyz vypukla 2. svétova valka, bylo ve sluzbé jiz 552
Ju 52 ve Ctyfech transportnich skupinach. Ju 52 pak slouzily po celou valku ve velkych a stale rostoucich poctech.
Proslulost ziskaly béhem vysadkovych operaci v Norsku, v Nizozemi a hlavné pfi dobyti Kréty, kde bylo ale 271
Ju 52 ztraceno. V pozdéj§im obdobi vzrostla jejich duleZitost pfi zasobovani jednotek Wehrmachtu, predevs§im
v SSSR a v severniAfrice. V roce 1942 ovSem skoncilo obdobi némeckych vitézstvi, a po zbytek valky byly Ju 52,
nazyvané Teticka Ju, velmi €asto vyuzivany k zasobovani obklicenych némeckych vojsk, obvykle za cenu
vysokych ztrat pouZitych stroju. Produkce byla zastavena v roce 1944 po postaveni 4 835 kust Ju 52 mnoha verzi.
Po vélce pokracovala vyroba ve Francii (AAC.1 Toucan) a ve Spanélsku (C-352-L). Ju 52 byly po valce pouzivany
celou Fadou leteckych spole€nosti a vojenskych letectev, mimo jiné i €s. vojenskou dopravni skupinou.
Francouzské AAC.1 ukongily svou bojovou kariéru az po francouzské valce ve Vietnamu v padesatych letech.
Cela rfada Teti¢ek Ju je dosud v provozuschopném stavu a tak Ju 52 zUstava sedmdesat let po svém vzniku
skutecnou létajicilegendou.

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A W.Nr. 4022, ,,Manfred von Richthofen“, personal aircraft of Hermann Goring, Germany, 1933

This Ju 52 was a personal aircraft of Hermann Goéring, the commander of Luftwaffe and WW1 fighter ace. The red coat and the name Manfred von
Righthofen refer to the famous WW1 pilot and Géring’s service with Jagdgeschwader 1 established by Manfred von Richthofen.

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B W.Nr. 5180, Deutsche Luft Hansa, Germany, Berlin airport, 1936

The 11th Olympic games took place in Berlin in 1936. The international event was visible through its public relation agenda. This Ju 52 became a part of PR and
sported Olympic symbol on its fuselage and wings as well as the inscription XI. OLYMPIADE. In 1937 the Ju 52 was flown by Austrian airlines and wore the name
of Austrian WW1 fighter ace Linke-Crawford. An year later, after the annexation of Austria, was overhanded by Lufthansa again. One year later ended in the
Luftwaffe hands.

Hry 11. olympiady hostil v roce 1936 némecky Berlin. Mezinarodni akce byla samozfejmé svazana s propagaci. Na trupu a na kfidle tohoto Ju 52 se tak objevil
popularni olympijsky symbol v podobé péti kruhtd dopinény napisem XI. OLYMPIADE. V roce 1937 jej provozovaly rakouské aerolinie a nesl jméno rakouského

stihaciho esa Linke Crawforda. O rok pozdéji, po anslusu Rakouska, se vratil do rukou Lufthasy a v roce 1939 jej zrekvirovala Luftwaffe. ..., ..,

C Air Transport Regiment, Czechoslovakia, Prague — Kbely airfield, late 40ties

When the WW2 was over a lot of former Luftwafee aircraft were left at various Czechoslovak airfields. Some of them were flown by Czechoslovak air force in
the post-war era. The Ju 52 from Air Transport Regiment belonged to such a group of aircraft.

The camouflage scheme is reconstructed from the vintage b&w photos. Original German colors were used to paint the Ju 52 probably, we choose RLM71
green and RLM65 blue.

Pre-WW?2 Luft Hansa flew relatively high number of Junkers 52s. This aircraft show the typical appearance of these airliners. Each aircraft was christened
name of the important person from the German history. Gustav Leffers was a fighter ace of WW1. He achieved 9 victories and was awarded with Pour le
Merite order as well as Manfred von Richthofen or Hermann Géring.

Predvale¢na Luft Hansa pouzivala pomérné velké mnozstvi Junkerst 52. Tento stroj ukazuje typicky vzhled junkersu. Jednotlivé letouny byly pojmenovany
po ruznych osobnostech némeckeé historie.
